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General Instructions 

● Time limit for the presentation is 5 minutes. To avoid inconvenience to the participant 

there will be no warning bell, however the time taken by each participant will be 

announced and scores will be deducted for exceeding the time limit. 

● Participants should elaborate their opinion on the above topic as per their individual 

perception. Use of visual aid (PPT or video with only pictures) to support the speech is 

allowed.  

● The ppt if any should be sent to the host school by 27th July 2022 by 4.00 pm  

● The participating school can send one participant for each category. 

● In case of TIE , a tie breaker in the form of “Extempore” will be conducted.  

● The Prize distribution will be on the same day after the competition. 

● The speaker is expected to memorize the speech and is not allowed to read any part 

of the speech from paper, notes, etc.  

● The contest will be relayed live on Youtube live and the link for this will be shared

Judgement criteria 
     a. Content 

i.  Greeting & Introduction of the Subject 

ii. Exposition of the main topic (Clarity of the message, originality, points of interest, 

quotations). 

iii. Moral & Practical Application. 

iv. Conclusion 

b. Speaking Presentation 
i. Memorization 

ii. Verbal Clarity (Annunciation & Pronunciation of words, voice strength & projection) 

iii. Presentation/ Speaking Style (Mannerism & Voice Modulation) 

c. Use of Vocabulary 
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Awards  

Whether winner or not, the schools participating in both student and teachers category will 

only contest for the Rolling Trophy. The school which secures highest score as sum total of 

the teacher and student categories will be awarded with the VOICE- Rolling Trophy. 

Individual Prizes will be awarded in each category as below: 

 First Prize     – Rs 15000 + Citation + Certificate 

 Second Prize – Rs 10000 + Citation + Certificate 

 Third Prize    – Rs 7500 + Citation + Certificate
