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Student voices “I want to…”   Student “talks” of suicide (shows signs) 

 

Approach the child with sensitivity, listen and take the signs and what student says seriously 

 

Inform the student of ‘shared’ confidentiality 
 

Inform parents/guardian      Refer to In-house counsellor / If No In-house counsellor      Provide Counselling 

 

Refer to Psychiatrist for evaluation 
 

After assessing the level of risk develop a student a safety plan 

 

Assign a mentor (staff) to the student   Monitor student’s situation 

 

Sensitise staff to refrain from gossip in staff room Sensitise students and identify at-risk students 

 

*Roll out school-wide sensitization/awareness drives periodically (With students, parents, and teaching/non-teaching staff) 

Document actions taken 

*Note: Awareness drives should be on-going, and not only triggered by an incident.
